Year in Review

For a second year running, SAACID’s operations veemn@inated by an Ethiopian military
occupation, an increasingly vigilant insurgencyd arhumanitarian catastrophe. On average, 20
people were killed on a daily basis in Mogadishty @lone; with at least double that number
wounded. Tens-of-thousands more died through dispient, disease and starvation — exacerbated
by the occupation and insurgency. SAACID’s develeptrmandate was completely consumed by
the manifest humanitarian emergency; and SAACIDhbi all but impossible to source any
programme funding other than emergency humanitéuiagding.

In a context where aid workers were routinely teggdor assassination and kidnapping by all
sides, SAACID’s Executive managers and staff car@thto take huge existential risks to deliver
critical programming to all Somali communities.

Two SAACID staff were murdered in this reportingipd.

Osman Kulane Dhiblaawe, a 54 year old geograptghezawas shot dead in Heliwaa District,
Mogadishu, on Friday 2 November 2007. He was omhig home from school when he came
across an Ethiopian military patrol. He was immgalyashot in the throat and chest, and he died
instantly. He was one of 8 Somalis murdered in thassacre. He was survived by his wife and one
child.

The second SAACID staff member murdered was YusddiAbrahim, a physics teacher, who was
on his way home from school on a public transponivan on Saturday 26 April 2008. At a
government police roadblock in Shibis District, Madgshu, the driver of the van did not pay the
correct extortion fee, so one policeman openedriethe back of the minivan as it drove away.
Yusuf was struck in the head and died at Keysanesphil. In the same incident, a woman was
also murdered. Yusuf was survived by two wives aine children (his third wife had just been
killed in Bakara Market).

The year was epitomised by the utter impunity withch all actors in the theatre operated.
Thousands of murders occurred and innumerable huiglais abuses inflicted, yet not a single
case was bought to account. Further, the overwheglsilence by UN agencies and sovereign
states, who continue to support some of thesesaatoshameful and reprehensible.

The three core emergency relief programmes that@BRAmMplemented in the reporting period
were:

The delivery of cooked meals through 16 kitcheassthroughout Mogadishu; which have
delivered 17,365,939 lifesaving meals to date (@mgjo

The clean up of 303 of the 327 displaced campsagadishu city by 780 urban displaced
(97% women) — which removed 88,908 tonnes of gartjegmpleted)

The daily delivery of fresh water to approximat#i,400 displaced outside Mogadishu
City — with 205,758,640 litres of water delivereddate (ongoing)

SAACID also had continuing operations in educatisamen’s empowerment, governance and
conflict resolution, livelihoods and developmemtsearch and health. All sectors were impacted to
a greater or lesser degree by occupation and coriflihealth, SAACID began a new long-term
partnership with Medair in Adale District, Middldn&belle Region. This partnership has excited
SAACID; and will deliver critical knowledge and #kitransfer, capacity building infrastructure,
and confidence to be more aggressive in the heatttor.



History

SAACID was first registered in Mogadishu, Somalea3October 1990. Its mission and vision
were focussed upon the development of Somali wortgldren and the poor.

In January of 1991, Somalia finally crumbled inbgest anarchy, as the military regime that had
ruled Somalia since a coup in 1969, fled beforemalver of clan-based factions. While these
factions were united against the military reginimeyt could not compromise on power-sharing and
a new civil war ensued.

By the end of 1992 a humanitarian disaster (famim@hed, affecting more than 2,000,000
Somalis, and this drew in a US coalition to proweeurity for relief agencies. Throughout 1993
this role evolved as the UN took over the operatibwas ‘the new world order’, and Somalia was
the scene of an ‘evolution’ in international thingifrom peacekeeping to peacemaking.
“Blackhawk Down” epitomised the outcome of this exment. By 1995 the last elements of the
UN had faded away and Somalis were left to thein oevices. Since that time the country has
existed in a state of perpetual anarchy.

SAACID quickly adapted to the emerging chaos byaeding its mission to include emergency
relief to all that it could reach. During the hetigih the humanitarian crisis in 1992, SAACID
partnered the ICRC in maintaining 75 ‘wet’ food ten in Central Somalia. In those areas, the
population was able to receive enough food andetkosnmunities were able to survive the crisis
largely intact.

As it became evident that the UN’s experiment iapemaking’ had dismally failed, SAACID
again expanded its mission to include health, etturtaconflict resolution, food and water security
and economic development. SAACID was assistedigrégard by a strategic partnership with
both ADRA International and ADRA Somalia from 199997.

In reaction to the capture and ransom of ICRC @taf098, the SACB placed a ban on programme
funding for central and southern Somalia. This selyedamaged SAACID’s capacity to continue
programming, as SAACID had no recurrent funding ealigéd exclusively on programme-to-
programme funding. Oxfam Novib was first to brela& ban imposed by SACB and began to fund
programming for SAACID on a regular basis. The Mamites and DBG also provided small but
critical funding inputs to SAACID’s education secto keep it going in these lean years.

In 2000, SAACID made the strategic decision to @ladull-time volunteer in Nairobi, Kenya to
more effectively lobby the donor community for Sdiagthat were now comfortably ensconced in
a much safer abode. In 2001, a sister organis€@8ACID Australia Incorporated) was also
created and certified as a charity in Queenslandjralia. In 2005, SAACID-Australia became a
federal Deductible Gift Recipient (DGR - tax dedhbitity on donations). The purpose of this
organisation was to further enhance the missionvasidn of the organisation and continue to
develop the profile and legitimacy of the organ@awith donors; and to source funds, goods and
services from the Australian public. Also in theried, SAACID further expanded its mandate to
include governance and research sections in ienasgtion.

In 2005-6 the sisters achieved another milestorenvthey implemented joint programming for the
first time on a UNDP DDR programme, and an ILO Eoyphent for Peace programme.

In 2007-8, another joint milestone was reached) 8BAACID-Somalia adjusting its financial cycle
to match that of SAACID-Australia. In this cycleASCID-Somalia will report for only 10 months
— 1 January to 31 October 2008.



SAACID-Australia

A group of Australian volunteers began collectiegand-hand books to send to Somalia in 1999.
This initiative proved to be extremely successfuadding value to SAACID schools, so those
volunteers then agreed to expand their effortollecting books, and to formalise their efforts by
incorporating a sister organisation (SAACID Ausadhcorporated).

On 23 July 2001, SAACID-Australia was incorporatdgth the Office of Fair Trading in Brisbane,
Queensland. The incorporation of the organisatised the profile and legitimacy of SAACID,
and many more schools (both public and privatepbdg donate their second-hand books to
SAACID. Community-based organisations, such as Sav€hildren and Zonta, also began
collecting books and clothing.

On 21 January 2003 SAACID-Australia was recogneed charity. On 20 August 2004 SAACID
received full Australian Taxation Office (ATO) endement as an Income Tax Exempt Charity
(ITEC). On 19 October 2004, AusAid endorsed SAAG@K an approved organisation’ in relation
to SAACID’s application for the Overseas Aid Gitdlctibility Scheme (OAGDS) On 28 October
2004 the Minister for Foreign Affairs and Trade ersed SAACID as ‘an approved organisation’
for the OAGDS. On 30 March 2005, the Australian Tikce and the Deputy Minister for
Treasury endorsed SAACID-Australia as a Deductiife Recipient (donations to the organisation
being fully tax deductible). To date, SAACID-Audisahas shipped 61.7 tonnes of books and 23.8
tonnes of second-hand clothing, as well as vasouglry items that have been donated to the
organisation by various schools, organisationspiéte individuals to its sister organisation in
Somalia. The clothing was distributed to internaligplaced refugees; and the books to SAACID-
Somalia’s primary, secondary and vocational schools

In 2005-6, SAACID-Australia and SAACID-Somalia ingphented joint programming for the first
time. First, in partnering UNDP in a 14-month Dentishtion, Disarmament and Reintegration
(DDR) programme in Mogadishu City; second, in paritmg ILO/UNOPS in an Employment for
Peace in Mogadishu and Central and Southern Sofidta) programme.

In 2007-8, SAACID-Australia provided managerial aadhnical support to SAACID-Somalia that
resulted in securing more than AUD 4,738,846.6funding from international donors and
partners. This is up from AUD 1,757,819 in the 200@porting year; and represents growth of
270%. Overwhelmingly, most of the funds receivedexfer emergency humanitarian
programming; with only a fraction of the fundingegved being for long-term development
programming — and SAACID remains primarily a depeh@nt organisation.

Included in the funding that SAACID-Australia reeed was funding for:

16 food kitchens in Mogadishu — providing 80,000aiager day
Cleaning garbage from Internally Displaced PergtibB) camps
Daily fresh water delivery for IDPs displaced frdnogadishu

For 2008-9, SAACID-Australia has agreed to contitmprovide field support to its sister
organisation; as well as attempting to developneaiships in Australia, the US and the UK that
could provide a further diversified funding basket.

The ongoing Ethiopian occupation in support of\ttestern-backed Transitional Federal
Government (TFG) continues to ferment oppositioth iasurgency; and together, these
elements have provided the catalyst for ongointgwmice and conflict. With more that 1.2
people million displaced throughout the countrydrdught in parts of the country ended
a third year with no sign of relief, and this taefied instability and displacement.

SAACID-Somalia remains the largest and most effedimdigenous actor in south and
central Somalia; and responded to the humanitarais by implementing:

NGO dedicated to the advancement of women, childrehthe poor. All decisions that
SAACID takes, and all programming that SAACID implents, have incorporated within
them the interests of Somali women, and how thesition in society might be tangibly
advanced.

In 2007-8, this particularly translated into greatecess for women in education,
livelihoods and development, health, emergencefraind governance.

One of the most tangible and ongoing examples AGID’s commitment to Somali
women is through its micro-credit programme (SAA@Dverty Bank). Due to an
ongoing Ethiopian military occupation - includirfgetEthiopian military and African

Union troops (through the AMISOM mission) actiondifectly targeting markets in
Mogadishu with mortars and artillery as an unlawédponse to insurgent attacks on their
positions — market activity throughout the city veaverely curtailed. With the
concomitant effect that micro-credit loans wer@aggnificantly cut back.

SAACID continues to provide support to its TB otisi It receives in-kind support from
the World Health Organisation for drugs; in-kingpplementary food support from the
World Food Programme and CARE.

For the financial year completed 31 October 20@8AGID received a total of 6,721
people at its TB clinics who believed they werdesirhg from TB. After questioning
those people, and providing them with a physicahexation, SAACID tested 2,487
people for TB — or 37% of all people received &t ¢thnic. Of those tested, 562 proved to
be positive for the disease — or 23%.

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3. Education

This year was another very difficult year for edimain Somalia. With virtually all
donor funding being reallocated to the ongoing gyaecy in Somalia, SAACID was
not able to secure any funding for the long-terwettgpment of education in the
country.

SAACID has operated primary, secondary and vocatischools since 1996.
SAACID operates on the old Somali government cuhaim in English.

All SAACID primary, secondary and vocational schooharge school fees. Putting a
value on education is an important lesson for Soocasmhmunities who historically
paid nothing for schooling under the socialist taily dictatorship that ruled Somalia
from 1969-1991. The fees cover teacher’'s wageanuig, security and some limited
maintenance of school buildings.

In 2001, Oxfam Novib began partnering SAACID toaddish and maintain a
woman'’s teachers training institute. The coursgygars in length and the institute
currently has 155 women teacher candidates stud@rfam Novib has guaranteed
funding from the EC until the year 2009 for thistitute.

SAACID has continuously found that
empowered local communities
appreciate being genuine stakeholders
in their future (in practice, this is rarely
a priority for the international
community), and they always meet
their targets.

Central and southern Somalia suffered a secondleegrear. Western and UN policy
continued to be an abject disaster; and again datseisands to be killed and
wounded, and more than a million people to be disgd.

Essentially, SAACID’s whole programmatic focus veamisumed by the ongoing
emergency, which was further exacerbated by wigaspdrought. Throughout the
year, SAACID worked to deliver critical suppliesfoésh water and food for the
displaced, and those who had lost their livelihoddes to drought and conflict. As
well as providing emergency toilets and sanitagdocation. SAACID rehabilitated
29 public wells in Mogadishu City for use by theglaced and urban poor.

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7. Research

In this reporting period, SAACID implemented seVvgnagramme-based surveys,
which can be found on SAACID’s web site.

SAACID also implemented a major tracer survey ef305 militiamen that
completed a UNDP-funded DDR programme from 2005h2& tracer was completed
18 months after the conclusion of the programme,iaithe midst of a full-blown
insurgency. It aimed to ascertain what had happen#te ex-militiamen; and how
effective the programme had been in reintegratiegex-militiamen back into Somali
society.

The results of that survey highlighted the outsitagguccess of the DDR
programme; and the success of SAACID’s philosoghgnabedding DDR within
local communities.

SAACID also conducted a number of in-programme ays\and the results of all
surveys can be found on our web site.

Final note

In January 2009, the Ethiopian military withdreweafa 2-year occupation. In the
wake of the withdrawal, things have calmed dramaditicbut there remains systemic
insecurity, and western and UN policy remains catghy misplaced. The latest
Western and UN sponsored reincarnation of the T&&Gpositioned a jihadist as
President of the nearly 5-year old ‘government’isTds a prelude to further extending
this utterly failed governance experiment. An AdncUnion mission (AMISOM) has
taken over the mantle of keeping the TFG alivedast officially). The stage is now
set for a further round of violence and conflict.

SAACID thus expects yet another year of humanitegimergency and human
misery.

On a different note, a final reminder that the réipg cycle for SAACID-Somalia for
2007-8 was only 10 months. This was because ita®d its financial reporting
period to mirror that of SAACID-Australia. From nawm, both organisations will
report from 1 November to 31 October.

The audit extracts represented in this reporttiils not fully reflect all funds
received by SAACID in the reporting period.
